In order to choose all students who are 14 years or more, we can write the following XPATH:
/School/Grade/Student[Age >= $AgeLimit]
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The same can be accomplished with a property. Use the same property name in the same way in an XPath.
If the integration flow has a header and property with the same name, then the header will take preference.
