Creating a New Period-End Close with Reference for a huge number of records is a manually intensive, time-consuming, and error-prone process. By automating this process using the Automated Creation of Closing Cockpit for Company Codes and Set of Books bot, these drawdowns are avoided, valuable employee time is freed up, and error rates are reduced.

The configuration Excel file contains a combination of Company Codes and Set of Books along with the different parameters necessary for populating the entry fields. You must enter this data into the configuration file before running the bot. You can choose the name of the configuration file and you must specify this name in the Cloud Factory variable “ConfigExcelFileName”.

You can choose either “Chrome” or “Edge” to run the bot. In case of any other input, Edge will be taken as the default browser.
