Motivation:
An incoming message has 2 records. You use a splitter to separate individual records. You process the individual records. Now you want to perform some additional processing after all the split records have been processed. How to know when all the split messages are done processing.
Solution:
Using a Gather – 
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The Splitter and a Gather are internally sync’d - the splitter intrinsically indicates to the Gather, either that there more messages to be processed or that all the split messages are processed. Accordingly, the Gather step either passes the control back to the Splitter (in case there are more records) or moves to the next processing step (in case all the split messages are processed).
So the Gather will continue to collect all the Split messages until the Splitter indicates that all the split messages are processed, following which, the Gather will send the gathered messages to the End Message step.

We also have a standard Camel header that can be used to check this: CamelSplitComplete. This header indicates if the message is the last split message.
